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  Duration of the Degree 

 
The BSc Animal Biology, Behaviour, Welfare and Ethics degree takes three years and will be 
taught at both the Camden and Hertfordshire (Hawkshead) Campuses. Years 1 and 2 will be 
predominantly taught at our Camden Campus, and Year 3 predominantly at our Hertfordshire 
Campus. There are three terms a year with holiday periods in winter, spring and summer.
